ROUND 8 — Oulton Park — 15 July 2007 — RACE REVIEW

British Superbike

Team NB’s Ollie Bridewell provided the sole ray of
sunshine at a rain-soaked Oulton Park today, 15
July. The 21l1-year old from Devizes in Wiltshire
scored a brace of excellent top ten finishes in the
Championships second visit to the Cheshire circuit
this season.

Ollie now makes it five points scoring rides in a row
on his Pirelli-shod Suzuki GSX-R1000, and has
moved up to 13th in the series standings. Results
could have been even better for Ollie but he
encountered clutch problems on the warm up lap for
race one, forcing him to make a pit lane start after changing to his number two bike. Storming
through the field, Ollie finished just short of former race winners, Scott Smart and Tommy Hill.

A poor start and two first lap incidents left Tommy Hill languishing down in 20™ position as the
safety car was deployed at the end of the first lap. Tommy was lucky not to fall victim himself as he
clipped the stricken Gregorio Lavilla as the Spaniard fell at Old Hall, forcing him onto the grass
before rejoining further down the field.

However, the Virgin Media Optoma Loans Yamaha
rider knuckled down to make inroads on the pack in
front. Within 6 laps, Tommy had Ollie Bridewell firmly
in his sights. Passing fellow Pirelli runner Bridewell on
lap 13, Tommy set about closing the 6.5-seconds

- deficit to Scott Smart and seventh position. Time and
~~ alack of remaining laps prevented the Lingfield-based
rider to progress any further but Tommy salvaged
eight further points towards his championship total.

In race two, Ollie Bridewell took advantage of others’ misfortunes and held sixth in the early stages
before settling for another ninth place after a battle against the likes of ex champion Gregorio
Lavilla and race one podium man, Chris Walker.
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
